Erection of a single storey rear extension, replacement of the existing roof resulting in an increase in ridge height and erection of a new timber frame structure around the existing railway carriage. · This would represent overdevelopment of this site.  6 homes in this location would be at a greater density than the rest of the site.
· Impact on street scene – Council were concerned by the plans to locate the care home at the entrance to our village as it would be overbearing.  The home was situated back from the road with landscaping to soften the impact.  Placing any properties in this space would negatively impact the street scene.
· This removes residential amenity space for the residents of the care home.  Whilst on site amenity space is provided within the care home setting, this area also represents green space which should be enjoyed by the residents of the home and the surrounding estate.  
· The access into the area is very narrow and would only accommodate a single track road.  This would not be suitable for 6 properties.  There are concerns over emergency service access.
