	The Clerk had circulated a briefing note outlining the changes that the new national scheme of delegation would bring to ADC’s planning committee and the amount of influence that Parish Council comments would have from 30th September 2026.  Parish Council’s ability to have a planning application determined at ADC’s Planning Committee would be severely curtailed by the new regulations, with the removal of the ability for District Councillors to “red flag” applications, applications for 9 or less properties and single phase development reserved matters applications automatically being delegated to officers for decision with no route to LPA Planning Committee.  Applications which might be eligible for the Planning Committee would be subject to a “gateway” test at the LPA where a significant planning or social/economic/environmental reason would be required to have an application determined by Committee.  Parish Councils are still able to make comments on applications, and these comments would be taken into account by Officers in determining applications.
